Aquatic Analysts, Inc. made the following observations from the shoreline at 

Mount Laurel Lake.

Scattered milfoil plants (some topped) were present with more plants near Warwick Turnpike.  Cabomba plants were topped in the canal but not in the main lake.  Some scattered largeleaf pondweed plants were observed.  Naiad growth was low and patchy in the canal in addition to a few filamentous algae, Lyngbya sp., mats.  Water lily patches were increasing in number in the east lake and beginning to restrict access to the canal.
