Date: July 27, 2011

Weather: Party sunny and breezy, 70 C

Secchi depth (feet): 4.5 feet

Aquatic Analysts, Inc. made the following observations with their  airboat at 

Upper Greenwood Lake.

Boat Launch Cove: Largeleaf pondweed growth was patchy. Some narrowleaf pondweed plants were found to the north.

Beach Cove: Largeleaf pondweed growth was patchy.  Milfoil plants were scattered. There were a few curlyleaf pondweed plants.

Audobon Cove: Largeleaf and narrowleaf pondweed growth was patchy.  Naiad growth was low and thick to the north.  A little filamentous algae, Lyngbya sp., was growing to the north.  Some bryozoans were seen along the west shore.

Firehouse Cove: Most largeleaf pondweed plants had dropped to the north from treatment and some to the east.  Some narrowleaf pondweed plants had dropped.  Tapegrass plants were emerging to the northwest.  Some low naiad and coontail plants were observed to the north.

Behind Islands: Some largeleaf pondweed plants had dropped with many brown leaves.

Yardville Cove: Most flatleaf pondweed plants had dropped and some largeleaf pondweed plants. A few bladderwort plants and watermeal were observed to the south.

Bridge Cove: A few largeleaf pondweed plants had dropped with brown leaves. A few milfoil, cabomba and bladderwort plants were found to the south.

Glenwood Cove: Flatleaf pondweed and some largeleaf pondweed plants had dropped.  A little Lyngbya sp. wa growing under trees to the west.

West shore (of northeast lake): Largeleaf pondweed growth was patchy.  There were a few scattered tapegrass plants.

The Chute: Largeleaf pondweed and tapegrass growth was patchy.  Milfoil and curlyleaf pondweed plants were scattered.

Deli Cove: Largeleaf pondweed patches were found.  Tapegrass growth was patchy to the west.  There were some milfoil, coontail, cabomba and bladderwort plants found.

Witte Cove: Largeleaf pondweed growth was patchy with thicker patches to the west.  A few milfoil plants were present to the northwest.  A little Lyngbya sp. was growing to the south and 
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southwest.  The entire bottom was covered at the south end.

Causeway Cove 1: Largeleaf pondweed growth was patchy. A little Lyngbya sp. was growing to the southeast.

Causeway Cove 2: Largeleaf pondweed growth was patchy.  There were a few milfil and bladderwort plants.

Laurel Cove: Largeleaf pondweed growth was patchy.  Cabomba, milfoil and coontail plants were scattered.  A few bladderwort plants were present.  Some filamentous algae was growing on the bottom to the south.

Laramie Cove: Largeleaf pondweed growth was patchy.  Low naiad patches were observed.  Milfoil plants were scattered with a few bladderwort plants.  A little Lyngbya sp. was growing to the south.

Pioneer Cove: Naiad patches were found.  Snailseed and largeleaf pondweed growth was patchy.  There were a few milfoil and bladderwort plants.  Some Lyngbya sp. was growing to the south.

Pioneer Canal: Naiad patches were observed by the entrance.  Largeleaf and snailseed pondweed growth was patchy.  Milfoil, coontail, bladderwort and tapegrass plants were scattered.  There :as some filamentous algae.

Racetrack Cove: Largeleaf pondweed and tapegrass plants wee patchy.  Naiad plants were low and patchy to the north with some coontail.  Milfoil plants were scattered.  A few curlyleaf pondweed and cabomba plants were observed to the southwest.

The Bowl: Largeleaf pondweed and tapegrass growth was patchy.  Milfoil plants were scattered.  A few cabomba plants were present.
